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So You Want To Go To Work
Guidelines for Co-Op participation have been established in order to ratchet up the quality of both the program and the participants that the GACTC place at local businesses.

Guidelines for Co-Op Consideration:
1.  The student is not on Attendance Probation.
2.  The student has less than 10 days absence during the previous school year.

3.  The student has not been suspended during the previous mid-term.  (If so,         the student must have two nine-week marking periods free of suspension.)

4.  The student carries a minimum grade of 87%.
5.  The student has a teacher recommendation from their program area.
How To Apply:
1.  Obtain a Co-Op application from the Co-Op Coordinator or from the Co-Op                       secretary in the Guidance/Co-Op office.

2.  Complete the application and return it to the Co-Op office. Remember to get                       your instructor to initial the application before returning it to the office.

3.  Interview with the Co-Op Coordinator for placement on a training site.

4.  Pass a drug test.

Keys To Job Success:
1.  Demonstrate a positive attitude - be on time and ready to work.

2.  Show initiative - be willing to learn new things.

3.  Be honest - admit work mistakes, give a good day(s work.

4.  Be a team player - be pleasant and respectful to co-workers and offer help                         when you can.

5.  Follow directions carefully - listen and repeat directions, accept and learn                         from constructive criticism.
