This unit was built by Smnlentsh i n
to learn all facets of trailer maintenance. Smith further contracted with a training company to develop abR@eerPoint

curriculum to accompany the trainer and developed otheakiaadnstructional aids including a separate braking system.

It was in 2007 that Smith donated a Peterbilt sleeper cab and reduced the height of the air foil
and exhaust stacks to enable it to be used within our Diesel Technology facility. The value of
this Peterbilt tractor was leveraged as the match on a state equipment grant enabling the school
to purchase a heastyty vehicle lift, a Modis engine analyzer with diesel capabilities, and two
auxiliary power units, further strengthening the program.

The transportation industry is designated a strategic industry cluster with both commercial truck
driver and diesel technician designated as high priority occupations within this cluster. The full
